New Child Welfare Officer

Child protection is a key issue in sport these days and cricket is no
exception! CCC is adopting the ECB's 'Safe Hands' policy to ensure we meet
the approved level of child protection required by law. One of the main
implications is that all volunteers, coaches and anyone else involved with the
supervision of children (up to the age of 18!) will need to complete an ECB
CRB check - even if you have a CRB check through another voluntary
organisation or your work, a new check will still need to be completed.
Please contact Belinda Campopiano for more details and to obtain the
CRB form, which will then be signed off (after checking with the relevant
documents) by Phillip Wright, County Child Welfare Officer (CWO). As the
club’s CWO | do not actually have the remit to either see or comment on
anyone’s CRB check but | will be advised if there is any cause for concern.
